GENERAL INFORMATION

AiP has negotiated a special room rate at the InterContinental of $129 a night (plus service, tax charges), but
have a limited number of rooms blocked. Therefore, book your room early (1-847-699-6300, indicate Advi-
sors in Philanthropy room block for April 20 and 25). Reservation cut off date is March 28, 2010.

Each exhibit space will include an 6 ft. draped table and one chair in a 10 x 10 or 8 x 10 space. Each exhibitor
will be responsible for additional signs, special lighting, electrical equipment, etc. Exhibitors should be aware
that the exhibit setup will begin at 10:00 a.m. on April 22nd. All exhibit materials must be removed by no
later than 1 p.m. on Saturday, April 24th.
